The spectacular two kilometre coastal walk, between Bondi Beach and
Tamarama Beach, is the world’s largest free to the public sculpture exhibition. Featuring
over 100 sculptures, “Sculpture by the Sea, Bondi” is a major cultural event on the arts
calendar in Australia, attracting 500,000 visitors and many tourists.
